 Emphasised the council’s role in taking a lead locally.



Carbon Neutral 
by 2030

 The council voted unanimously 
to become carbon neutral by 
2030.

 Carbon neutrality is a state of 
net-zero carbon dioxide 
emissions.

 Backed up by our forthcoming 
Carbon Management Plan.

 Kick-start funding of £1 million as 
part of the budget.



 A plan to set out the 
council’s current emissions.

 And, how the council will 
reduce these emissions.

 Highlighting what NNC is 
already doing.



Carbon Literacy 
Training

 Carbon Literacy is an awareness of 
climate change, and the climate 
impacts of everyday actions.

 Over 100 councillors and officers are 
now carbon literate.

 Embedding a ‘green’ thread 
throughout NNC.

 Set out how the council is 
seeking to improve habitats for 
pollinator species (and other 
wildlife) in all its parks and open 
spaces.

 Reduce pesticide use.

 Participate in pollinator projects.
